Minutes of the IEEE NH Section Executive Committee Meeting

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 6:27 PM.

Stoney Worster motioned to approve the revised June 14, 2007 meeting minutes as emailed (without reading), Jim Anderson seconded the motion and it passed.
Treasurer’s Report – Don Sherwood reviewed account balances. To date income exceeds the expenses. No new income is expected for the rest of the year but expenses will continue throughout the year. There was a discussion on the various expenses. Jim Anderson motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report with modifications for the month of July, Jim Isaak seconded the motion and it passed.

Chapter, Group, and Committee Reports

MT&T Chapter – Tom Perkins is scheduling Victor Lubecke to speak on “Through the Wall Personnel Detection Technology” for October. Tom will submit information to the Reflector.
EMBS Chapter –Tom Perkins has two speakers, one on hearing aid technology and one on power supplies for EMBS meetings. There has been no contact from Paul Meaney so another contact may be needed for the EMBS chapter.
WIE Group –- The July brewery tour is full. Members from the Boston Gold filled the available spots. WIE has scheduled a tea party in August and a financial seminar in September at SNHU.
LM Group – Jim Anderson had no report.
Student Activities Committee – Tom Perkins plans to contact UNH early and set up a visit for October.
Communication & Signal & System Initiative – Kenric Nelson and Ravi Subrahmanyan presented a handout on the “Systems Council Overview”. There was a discussion on the merits of forming two chapters, or a joint chapter for the Communication/Signal & Systems, or initially holding events without forming a chapter. 
Joint NH Engineering Societies – Tom Perkins and Don Sherwood attend the monthly meeting. IEEE HQ supported the Symposium with a $500.00 donation. To date, corporate support totals $4,300.00. Announcement will be made in the September Reflector and in the Newsletter. The cost will be $80.00 for members. The next meeting will be held on August 9, 2007.

Website – James Bock had no report. There was a discussion about setting up a group email. It was decided that the voting members of the Ex Com and all the people who routinely attend the Ex Com meetings should be on the list.
Pre-University Education Activists Committee – Jennifer Ng attended a kick off meeting for PETAC. Bob Henry, PETAC Chair, will have meeting to review the process and may integrate various programs. PETAC has been established for five years. Next meeting will be in September.
Communications Committee – Jim Anderson reported that the deadline for the August newsletter is July 22. 

Membership Upgrade – Four new members have been elevated in the month of June. Jennifer Ng encouraged current Ex Com members to upgrade.

Summer Outing – Sixty six have signed up to date and thirty six tickets are remaining. Jim Isaak motioned to give Tom Perkins the extra tickets to use for goodwill and as he sees fit. Stoney Worster seconded the motion and it passed. Tom Perkins will request Donna to make name tags.

Summer BoG Meeting – Six members have signed up for the August 10, 11 and 12, 2007 Summer BoG. Tom Perkins, Duncan Morrill, Jim Anderson, Liberty Gunther, Jennifer Ng and Dean Bacon will be attending.

Polo Shirts – Don Sherwood displayed the embroidered polo shirts that were recently purchased with the IEEE and NH Section logo. The shirts can be purchased for $22.00 each.

Awards Opportunity – Tom Perkins submitted one recommendation.

2008 Elections – Tom Perkins will appoint the members of the Nominating Committee at the next meeting.

November Annual Banquet – Col. Barry Shoop will be the speaker for the November 1, 2007 banquet. An announcement will be made. Don Sherwood will determine the deadline to tell the Yard how many are coming.
Recycling – Jennifer Ng motioned that the Section collect used cell phones, and ink jet & laser cartridges from the Section members which will be sent a recycler. The recycler will pay the Section for the items. Jim Anderson seconded the motion and it passed. Jennifer will form a committee with Don Sherwood and Jim Anderson to determine how to implement the project. All the recycling proceeds will be donated. 
Presidential Primaries – Jim Isaak was contacted by the John Edward’s camp which was interested in meeting the IEEE members. Jim Isaak motioned to allow each major candidate to announce two events in the newsletter and / or on the website for IEEE members to meet the candidates. Jim Anderson seconded the motion and it passed.
