5. Approval of Minutes of the Last Region 10 Meeting in Singapore

Minutes of meeting was accepted by meeting without amendments – proposed by Trevor S. Bird and seconded by Seiichi Takeuchi.

6. Address by Director Region 10 

R10 Director, TS Low highlighted the following –

· R10 has continued to grow, although not as exciting as in the recent past. The student membership in Region 10 was at an all time high and the number of student branches being set up is at more than 1 per month in the past year.
· R10 Operation Manual has been compiled. It is a living document and the first draft was ready for comments and viewing by members during R10 meeting.

· R10 ExCom met in December 2001 to discuss the strategic plans. Preliminary plans had been formulated and was used as the basis for discussion at R10 meeting.

· A number of Student Branches had been inactive and a taskforce was formed to address the issue and to formulate plans to resolve the problems.

In closing, TS Low thanked the ExCom for their work and commitment.

7. Presentation of Programs for 2001 by Committee Chairs/Coordinators

Detailed reports of Committee Chairs/Coordinators are available at R10 website.
(a) Membership Development Committee (MDC)

A presentation was made by Membership Development Committee Chair, H Haneda and he highlighted the following -
· Membership Growth - total membership (inclusive of student members) of R10 has continued to grow for the 4th consecutive year in 2001. The growth was 5.7% for R10 in 2001 (down from 8.4% in 2000) and that for IEEE was 3.1% (down from 3.9% in 2000). The growth in student members for R10 was at a tremendous 19.1%, while that for higher member grades was only 1.1% for 2001.
· Student Branches – although R10 has the largest number of student branches, 29 have been inactive and 9 have since been revitalised by through the effort of the taskforce.

· Senior Membership – the goal for 2001 was to achieve 190 upgrades in 2001 and it was exceeded in September 2001 with 240 upgrades.

· Student Member Retention – this has been an issue of concern as R10 had only 44% retention for 2001, substantially lower than the 63% for IEEE.

In summary, H Haneda emphasized a shift from focusing on quantity to quality, e.g., by aiming for a higher percentage of higher grade members and having members who contribute more to IEEE.

(b) Student Activities Committee (SAC)

A presentation was made by Student Activities Committee Chair, BK Marzuki, who highlighted the following - 

· Winners for Student Paper Contests 2001 and Student Website Contest have been finalized.

· Winners of IEEE Regional Exemplary Student Branch Award and Larry K. Wilson Regional Student Award have also been recommended.

· Issues of concern –

· sharp decline in membership for some student branches.

· inactive student branches.

In summary, BK Marzuki reported that greater awareness among students of IEEE student activities has been observed, as testified by increased participations and submissions to awards and contests. As for inactive student branches, letters were sent in 2001 and emails more recently to Section Chairs concerned and they have been urged to response, otherwise recommendation of dissolution of inactive student branches would be effected.

(c) Education Activities Committee (EAC)

A presentation was made by Education Activities Committee Chair, A Nishihara and the following are highlighted -
· Result of the EAB Questionnaire Survey conducted during the last R10 meeting in 2001, Singapore is posted on the web http://www.ieee.org/organizations/eab/oc/rec/summary.htm.

· Region Education Committee Teleconferences were held on March 20 and July 17 2001 to share and exchange information among regions.

· EAC had supported Gujarat, Taipei and Thailand Sections in their Distinguished Lecturer Program (DLP). Subsidy is also provided to Gujarat, Indonesia, New South Wales, and Thailand Sections to support their seminars, workshops, pre-college students’ camp and a project to produce materials to promote electrical engineering.
· EAC will continue to support DLP, continuing education programs, pre-college education program and EAC related programs.
(d) Newsletter

A presentation was made by Newsletter Editor, Harry Mcdonald (who took over form Loreen Ozolin, who has to step down owing to job commitments) and the highlights are as follows -.

· 1 issue of newsletter has been published with Loreen Ozolin as Editor and is available on R10 website http://www.ewh.ieee.org/reg/10/


· The Newsletter operating procedures have been completed and are now included in the Region 10 Operating Procedures. This will provide a good framework for long term consistency irrespective of the office holders.

· Material of general interest is being provided on an infrequent basis that makes reaching the new target of 4 issues per annum a challenge. This is currently behind schedule. A more cohesive editorial committee plus a focus on deadlines with a consequent sacrifice of quality and quantity will make the newsletter delivery more effective.

A survey was conducted during the R10 Meeting to help editor and to stimulate more activities.

(e)
Regional Awards Committee (RAC)

A presentation was made by Regional Awards Committee Chair YW Liu and he highlighted the following -
· R10 Award Committee has completed most of the activities for 2002.

· There were 9 submissions to the Outstanding Volunteer Award and 4 have been awarded. 

· Malaysia Section is Outstanding Section Award for 2001.
· Schedule for other award programs has been provided in the R10 Meeting folder.

· It has been recommended that Vice-Chairs of Sections be responsible for awards at the Section level, e.g. Section Distinguished Member Award.  

(f) Regional Chapter & Section/Chapter 

A presentation was made by Regional Chapter & Section/Chapter Coordinator, S Takeuchi and the following were presented -
· Meeting Summary of RAB/TAB Section/Chapter Support Committee Meeting, 14 February 2002, Tempe, Arizona, USA.
· Chapter formations and changes for 2001.
· Chapter-Section Distribution as of Dec 2001.
· Inactive Chapter in R10 as of Dec 2001.
· Goals for 2002 are to promote globalization, international events, GOLD, better communication among chapters in R10 and the societies at IEEE HQ level, awareness of demographics with relation to membership employed by academia, industry, and government in R10, etc,
(g) Regional Conference

A presentation was made by Regional Conference (RC) Coordinator, J Mazierska and she highlighted the following -
· The 3 major tasks of RC Coordinator are promote regional conferences, provide information to conference organisers and oversee TENCONs (including clearing the financial issues).
· Invitation of proposals to host TENCON 2005 & TENCON 2006 was extend to Sections.

(h) Electronic Communications (EC) 
A presentation was made by Electronic Communications (EC) Coordinator, L Wong and the highlights were -
· The main role of EC Coordinator is to improve communications within the region and to capture all documents and information (including uploading the R10 Newsletter) for upload to R10 website http://www.ewh.ieee.org/reg/10/.

· L Wong reiterated that IEEE owns R10 website. 

· Majordomo is being set up and Section Chairs will be informed soon.

(i) Regional Education Program (REP)

A presentation was made by REP Coordinator, HP Khincha and he highlighted the following -
· R10 has the largest number of programs in the REP list and many needs to be updated. 500 colleges have been set up in the last 7 years in India and they are not in the REP list, as such their students are only given Associate Member status when they apply for membership upon graduation.

· In the past year there was a decrease of 3.6% in Members and an increase in Associate Members. Hence, it is important to ensure an updated REP list.
· Another concern is the discrepancy/inconsistency in the REP list – colleges of some existing student branches are not in the REP list.

· REP list for India is being updated currently. The same will be carried out for China in future.

 (j) 
Regional GOLD

A presentation was made by Regional GOLD Activities Coordinator, A Anoop (during the training session).

· A Anoop has clarified that GOLD is not a membership grade but an affinity group of a Section or Chapter.

· GOLD formation procedure was presented.

· Purposes of GOLD and advantages of being GOLD members were highlighted.

(k) Regional Technical Activities

TS Low reported on behalf of P Vadakkepat that TAB Colloquia visited R10 in late March 2002.
(l) Nominations Committee

TS Low reported on behalf of T Sugano on the status of nominations for R10 Director-Elect 2003. HP Khincha, BK Marzuki and S. Takeuchi have been nominated and will be submitted to IEEE HQ.

(a) Status of R10 Operations Manual

The R10 budget 2003 was accepted by meeting without amendments – proposed by S Takeuchi seconded by H Haneda.

13. TENCON 2001, TENCON 2002, TENCON 2003 Reporting

(a) TENCON 2001

The report was presented by Lawrence Wong, Chairman of TENCON 2001.

· The IEEE Region 10 Conference 2001 was successfully held on 19-22 August 2001 on board the cruise liner SuperStar Virgo.

· Call for papers were made in 5 languages including English, Japanese, German, Korean and Chinese.

· Attracted a total of 487 paper submissions.

· An International Advisory Committee comprising over 100 experts contributed to the review process.

· Final number of 188 papers from 22 countries accepted for presentation at main session or poster session.

· 3 parallel technical tracks with separate poster presentation session.

· TENCON2001 was officially opened by Region 10 Director, Professor Teck-Seng Low.

· A total of 342 participants (delegates, partners & family).

· Estimated surplus of $40k (still awaiting IEEE Book Broker revenue and other minor outstanding payments)

· Auditing of accounts to be conducted pending settlement of outstanding receipts and payments.

· Expected closure of account in 2 months time. 

· Expected surplus is $40,000 and 20% will go to R10.

Director, TS Low commended the good work of Lawrence Wong, his team and Singapore Section.

(b) TENCON 2002

The report was presented by Baozong Yuan, Chairman of TPC TENCON 2002.

· IEEE TENCON’02 will be held at the Huaren Resources Hotel in Beijing. It is a four days event to be held on 28 – 31 October 2002. Call for papers began in July 2001 and completed in March 2002. 

· Conference covers 4 areas: Computer, Communication, Control and Power Engineering. 

· The technical program committee received a total of 718 full papers from international submissions. These papers will be reviewed by the technical program committee. It is planned to accept about 500 papers for presentation at the conference and inclusion in conference proceedings. 

(c) TENCON 2003

The report was presented by SV Sankaran, Chair of Bangalore Section.

· Date: 14-17 October 2002

· Venue: Hotel Taj Residency or Hotel Leela Palace, Bangalore (Silicon Valley & IT capital of India) 

· Theme: Convergent Technologies for the Asia-Pacific

· The organizing committee has been formed.
14. New Business

(a) Adoption of Region 10 Strategic Plan

Deferred to R10 Meeting in October 2002, after the Section Congress.

(b) Formation of Adhoc Committee to propose Region 10 By-law change in the charter of N&A

This is proposed by Director, TS Low.

· The issue is to expand the role of N&A to include the proposal for ExCom positions in R10.

· Currently the N&A serves R10 by nominating candidates for the Director-Elect elections. It is proposed that the role of the N&A be expanded to cover all ExCom positions with the exception of the Secretary and Treasurer.

· It was proposed that an Adhoc Committee be formed to propose the by-law change for the N&A charter.

An Adhoc committee has been formed: TS Low, HP Khincha and H Haneda.

(c) 
Project Funding Requests by Lahore Section

(i) Student Projects 

Background  - 

 In order to encourage student participation and to promote initiatives leading to original work by students.  Over the years student enrolment of Lahore has increased and this project will encourage further student involvement

Action -

· Need Financial Support for project expenses for about 20 projects at $1,000 per project, thus totalling $20,000.

· Prize money for best projects - $1,000

(ii) Professional development of engineers especially in decision making, project management and leadership skills area 

Background  - 

These activities are needed to help members grow in their profession.  This will also encourage non-members to become members.

Proposed Action -

Need a development fund (for materials and travel costs) and access to IEEE experts.

Action -

· 
Coordinated region wide programme that leverages the expertise from IEEE head office.

· Support needed in the form of materials, instructors and related logistics/travel support.

(iii) Young Researcher Award 

Background  - 

Provide small partial funding to young researchers that are just joining their careers in industry and academia.

Proposed Action -

Need a development fund (for materials and travel costs) and access to IEEE experts.

Action/Discussion -

Need to give 3 awards of $5,000 each.  Will also need nearly $12,000 for various administrative support activities associated with these awards.

Section Chair of Lahore has been advised to submit proposals as specific projects and request for co-funding from R10.  

14. Venue for R10 Meeting 2003 

A number of locations (Manila, Beijing, Singapore, Bangkok, Philippines, Malaysia, Australia, etc) have been proposed. No decision was made. 

Ray Findlay suggested that bids be submitted and presented at the R10 meeting in October 2002.

15. Adjournment of Meeting 

Meeting closed around 4.30 pm, 6 April 2002, Saturday.
