Distinguished Member Award

Description:
To recognize outstanding long-term service to the IEEE Education Society and significant contributions in fields of interest to the IEEE.
Administration:
The Distinguished Member Award will be administered by the IEEE Education Society.  Specifically, the Awards Committee of the Education Society, which is chaired by the Vice President of the Education Society, shall be responsible for the selection of the recipient(s) of this award annually.  Additional details are provided below.

Eligibility:

Individuals nominated for this award must have been members of the IEEE Education Society for at least the previous ten (10) years.  Multiple awards may be given each year, if suitable candidates are nominated.  Individuals nominated for this award must currently be members of the IEEE Education Society and members of the IEEE.  The award is based upon evidence of distinction in long-term service to the IEEE Education Society and in contributions to the fields of interest to the IEEE.  Selection criteria include leadership roles and leadership quality, innovative and important contributions to the Education Society, service and dedication to the Education Society, and technical achievements in the fields of interest to the IEEE.

Nature of the Award – Prize Item:
The award consists of a commemorative plaque, which will be presented at the Frontiers in Education (FIE) conference each fall.

Award Committee:

The selection committee for the Distinguished Member Award shall consist of the Awards Committee of the Education Society, which is one of the standing committees of the Education Society.  As stated in the Society’s bylaws, “The Vice President shall serve as the Chair of the Awards Committee.  At least one-half of the members of the committee shall hold Fellow grade.”  This committee currently has six members (see:  http://www.ewh.ieee.org/soc/es/esawards.html).  One individual on the Awards Committee shall be charged with primary responsibility for promoting the Distinguished Member Award, as is the policy with all of the other Society awards.
Schedule:

The deadline for the recipient of nominations for the Distinguished Member Award is June 15th of the year for which the award is to be made.  Nominations should be submitted to the Vice President of the IEEE Education Society, who will serve as the chair of the award selection committee.  The committee shall meet via electronic means (e-mail and/or telephone) to select the recipient.  The recipient shall be notified as soon as he or she is selected.  The award then will be presented at the Frontiers in Education (FIE) conference, which is typically held in mid-October or early November.

Selection/Basis for Judging:

As mentioned above, the award is based upon evidence of distinction in long-term service to the Education Society and in contributions to the fields of interest to the IEEE.  Selection criteria include leadership roles and leadership quality, innovative and important contributions to the Education Society, service and dedication to the Education Society, and technical achievements in the fields of interest to the IEEE.  The committee will count contributions in two categories as having equal weighting in the final decision: (1) long-term service to the Education Society and (2) contributions in fields of interest to the IEEE.
Presentation:

The award will be presented each fall at the Awards Banquet at the Frontiers in Education (FIE) conference, which is co-sponsored by the IEEE Education Society.
