Chair Report

Lou Wozniak called the meeting to order at 8:00 am and initiated a round of
introductions. The agenda was approved on a motion by Mike Basler and
seconded by Phil Spotts. The minutes of the 24 July 2008 Committee meeting
were approved as amended on a motion by Jim McConnach and seconded by
Phil Spotts. The amended 2008 meeting minutes will be included in the report
for this meeting.

Our next meeting will be in Minneapolis, MN, 29 July 2010.

Three new members are added to the committee roster. Subcommittee Vice-
Chairs will be added to EDPG membership database as active members.
Subcommittee Chairs are requested to provide recommended keywords to
facilitate website searching.

Vice Chair Report
Om Malik discussed revision of the EDPG Committee Operations & Procedures
Manual. A format is being developed to serve as a guide.

Secretary Report

The attendance roster is circulated for sign-in.

Randy Groves advised that we now have 44 members classified as either active
or corresponding. There will be some additions due to appointment of new
subcommittee chairs and vice chairs.

Policy Development: Jim McConnach discussed smart grid strategies.
Electric Machinery: Randy Groves offered to serve as liaison to Electric Machinery.

Standing Committee Reports

Awards: Murray Coultes reported that two prize paper awards were given this year. J Agee is receiving
the EDPG Distinguished Service Award this year. Since he is unable to attend, Murray will make
arrangements for his award to be presented through his home chapter.

Several Certificates of Appreciation were presented in WG sessions.

Two members, Joe Hurley and Nikolai Voropai were elevated to Fellow grade this year.

Technical Sessions: Zhen Jiang discussed the new Navigator tool being developed to aid searching of
technical publications.

Standards: J. Agee, serving as Standards Coordinator for the committee, sent a report to the members
by e-mail. Mike Basler presented the report to the members. A copy will be included in the report of this
meeting.

Subcommittee Reports
Climate Change Technology: Kevin Taylor reported in Tom Baumann’s absence. Written report will be
submitted.

Energy Development: Ward Jewell made motion for division of Energy Development into two
subcommittees:

Distributed Generation and Energy Storage

Renewable Technologies

The motion was seconded by Kevin Taylor and carried unanimously.

Excitation Systems: Mike Basler reported and will submit written report.
Hydroelectric Power: Randy Groves reported and will follow-up with John Yale on the written report.

International Practices: No report. Lou Wozniak advised that Pat Naidoo has been nominated to be the
new Chair pending approval by Technical Council.

Station Design, Operation, and Control: Phil Spotts advised that new members are needed to continue
development and maintenance of standards. He is seeking other committees and conferences to attract
support. Written report will be submitted.

Old Business
PES Entity Annual Report: No report.

EDPG Website: Lou Wozniak advised that the website has been updated and some new photos posted.
Additional photos will be taken at this meeting.

Constituting a Fellows WG: Ward Jewell will lead this effort.

New Business

Participation: Lou Wozniak advised regarding committee difficulties achieving a quorum at some
meetings because of reduced attendance. Since Hydro SubCom meets outside the GM in odd-numbered
years, those meetings are particularly affected. Randy Groves will work with Hydro SubCom to resolve
that part of the issue — proxy voting and electronic balloting may be considered. The new EDPG
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membership database tracks attendance, so we have a record of the members who meet the attendance
requirements stated in the Operations and Procedures Manual. The record will be reviewed prior to each
GM, and those who do not satisfy the requirements for active membership will be reclassified as
corresponding (non-voting) members prior to the call to order.

Om Malik advised that the Wind Power Coordinating Committee of PES, chaired by Dick Picko, has been
scheduling technical sessions at the General Meetings for the past couple of years. A strongly worded
note was sent pointing out that the mandate of the coordinating committee is to coordinate and not to
sponsor technical programs, which fall within the mandate of the technical committees. Subsequently,
the Wind Power Coordinating Committee has distributed to the relevant technical committees the papers
submitted by authors to the coordinating committee. Since this action oversteps the mandate of the
coordinating committee, the EDPGC Chair will send an appropriate letter to the WPCC Chair.

New Membership: Subcommittee Chairs are to submit recommendations for any additional candidates.
Nominations should include a short, two-line, justification.

IEEE Senior Member Grade: Those who hold Member Grade may upgrade to Senior Member Grade by
completing the upgrade application process with two endorsements by Senior Members or Fellows.
Candidates for upgrade may also be nominated by another member. If the nominating member is a
Senior Member or a Fellow, he or she will count as one of the two endorsements.

Future GM Format: Zhen Jiang suggested that the present four-day format be maintained for future GMs.
There was general discussion followed by a straw vote. The members present were closely divided
regarding the four-day versus five-day structure, so EDPG Committee will make no recommendation at
this time.

There were no further business items, so the meeting adjourned at 11:00 am.

Approval of the minutes of the 2008 meeting in Pittsburgh was moved by Mike Basler,
seconded by Randy Groves and carried unanimously.

2009 EDPG awards recognized:

The 2009 EDPG Distinguished Service Award plaque will be presented to Jay Agee for
his many years of dedicated service and fine leadership as Chairman of the Excitation
Systems and Controls Subcommittee and the Energy Development and Power Generation
Committee. Jay was unable to attend the 2009 General Meeting, so, at his request, the
plaque was mailed to him after the meeting.

The 2009 EDPG Outstanding Standard or Guide Award recognizes IEEE Standard 1010-

@) Paper describing analyses, simulations, and/or field-tested developments of
immediate practical value that can make a significant contribution to the power
industry

(b) Paper proposing creative ideas or new fundamental concepts, though presently
unapplied, having potential for significant future value to the power industry

Papers are eligible to be nominated for three years following their publication in the
IEEE Transactions. Standards, recommended practices, guides, and technical reports
remain eligible to be nominated for three years following their publication. Nominators
should include documents with their submittal. Electronic submittal is preferred to
expedite routing to the Awards WG members. Upon request the Chairman will provide
nomination forms in MS Word format.

At the EDPG Committee meeting on July 30, a question arose about the eligibility of
conference, rather than only transactions papers, for the prize paper awards. Murray
Coultes will look into this.

Copies of the nomination forms are enclosed with this report. Submittals are requested
by October 1, 2009 to allow circulation and review by the voting members. Evaluations
will be completed by November 30, 2009, and the awards will be identified to PES
Awards Chair Karen Butler-Purry by 31 January 2010.

The next working group meeting, to be held in conjunction with the 2010 Power and
Energy Society General Meeting in Minneapolis, Minnesota, USA will be on Tuesday
morning, July 27, 2010.

Adjournment was moved by Randy Groves, seconded by
Mike Basler, and carried unanimously.

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RE: Report from Technical Conferences and Sessions
Working Group

At the 2009 PES Power Systems Conference and Exposition, 23
papers were received in the EDPG Committee, out of which 13
were accepted. The acceptance rate was 56.5%.

At the 2009 PES General Meeting, 150 papers were received and
reviewed in the EDPG Committee. Later on some papers were
moved to other sessions, for example, super sessions. The panel
papers were sent to the respective panel session chairs/co-chairs
for review and all were accepted. All the conference papers were
sent to at least 3 reviewers for review, in which 36 papers were
accepted while 14 were rejected. The acceptance rate was 72%. At
the meeting, 10 panel sessions, 5 paper sessions and 1 poster
session were scheduled. The TCPC (Dr. Zhenhua Jiang) reviewed
all of the 150 papers, totaling about 1000 papers.

The PES is proposing to change the General Meeting format. The
conference will be extended to 5 days. The plenary session will be
moved to Wednesday. The committee meetings will be held on
Monday through Wednesday, and technical sessions will be
scheduled from Wednesday through Friday. This proposal is now
in the discussion stage. All comments are welcome.

The editor for IEEE Transactions on Energy Conversion has been
removed from the EDPG Committee.

The IEEE has launched a Technology Navigator (TechNav), which
links the internal work across all of IEEE Technical Activities
(conferences, publications, products, services, etc.) to external
marketplace and industry driven language.
